SECTION 3 Hazards Identification

EMERGENCY OVERVIEW: Forms an alkaline hydroxide in contact with the human body. Chemical burns may result. Absorbable
barium compounds are generally poisonous when taken by mouth.

PRIMARY ROUTES OF EXPOSURE: Ingestion, inhalation, skin and eyes

EYE CONTACT: May cause severe irritation of the eyes resulting in redness, chemical burns and watering.

SKIN CONTACT: Prolonged contact with moist skin may cause irritation or chemical burns.

SECTION 4 First Aid Measures

EYE EXPOSURE: Immediately flush the eyes with copious amounts of water for at least 10-15 minutes. A victim may need
assistance in keeping their eye lids open.
